This is a highly collaborative position that requires effective and dynamic programmatic 

facilitation, teamwork, and a flexible and adaptable education approach. Successful candidates will demonstrate an 

enthusiasm for interdisciplinary subject matters such as Art, Sciences and History as well as core pedagogical 

understanding of object-based injury and socio-emotional learning methods. Ideal candidates will be creative thinkers 

and problem solvers; strong verbal and written communicators; and dynamic education team members. Ability to work 

with diverse audiences and willingness to interact with the children, teachers and the public are essential. BCM seeks 

candidates who share our commitment to creating a respectful, collaborative, purpose-driven and joyful work culture.
