Brooklyn Children’s Museum seeks part-time Educators with STEM backgrounds to facilitate dynamic public
programming for children and family audiences within BCM’s STEM-based Makerspace, Nature’s Engineers, which
explores engineering topics through the lens of natural science. This is a highly collaborative position that requires
effective and dynamic programmatic facilitation, teamwork, and a flexible and adaptable education approach. Successful
candidates will demonstrate an enthusiasm for STEM learning and subject matters and be creative thinkers and problem
solvers; strong verbal and written communicators; and dynamic education team members. Ability to work with diverse
audiences and willingness to interact with the public are essential. BCM seeks candidates who share our commitment to
creating a respectful, collaborative, purpose-driven, and joyful work culture.

RESPONSIBILITIES

*  Facilitate STEM educational programs in Nature’s Engineers utilizing Brooklyn Children’s Museum’s collection and
interactive exhibitions. Workshop curriculum and educational materials.

* Setting up and breaking down of programs; cleaning of the space as needed.

*  Participate in the Education Department as an active member to assess and plan for audience needs including
program differentiation, evaluation, and post-program feedback.

*  Participate in relevant professional activities to maintain an awareness of current practices and issues in art, science,
and museum education fields.
